PUBLIC REJOICINGS.

AMERICAN DEMONSTRATIONS.

The New York corvespoudent of the Daily Telegraph veports: Millons
of Jows in the United States op Sunday paid n tribute of honour and
affeetion bo Great Britain for accepting the mandate over Palestine. The
colebrations comwenced on Baturday and will last till “Tnesday, when
the eclimax will be reached in processions and pageants in every city of
the country. In New York an extraordinary convention of the Zionist

Organisation of America opened with a thousand delegates representing

every State in the Union. Bpeeches were made by leading citizens

welating to the practical and political problewms dealing with the
imnediate preparation of Palestine for a mass migration, which, it is
predicted. will shortly set in. from all the pogrom-haunted lands of

Furope. Justice Mack, of the Federal High Court, presided, and among

the distingnished men who spoke were Justice Brandeis, of the United

States Supreme Courd, and Drl Stephen Wise. A telegram was read from

the British Ambassador regretting hisenforced absence and expressing his
desive to associate himself with their hopes and aspirations. Instractions for
the American delegates to the Interaational Ziouist Conference Meeting in

Carlsbad on July 4th wore drafted. A mass moeting was held at night,

at which great enthusiasm was displayed as cloquent speakers deseribed

the “ fuliliment of prophecy ” in the recovery of the Ioly Land by Great
Britain, and in the regtoration of the country to the Jews., As to the pro-
cession in New York on Tuesday, at least 50,000 will take part, inciuding
representatives of the Amcrican Ariny and Navy and the Jewish
legionaries who carried the blue and white flag of Zion into battle under
“Gencral Allenby. - -
