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Perhaps in less than a couple of generations, the world could become a community of free nations in which each country would build a democracy that suits its unique culture, history, religion, and traditions, but where no nation would be able to undermine the right to dissent that truly is God’s gift to humanity. . .

 Above all, we must bring back moral clarity so that we may draw on the power of free individuals, free nations, and the free world for the enormous challenges ahead.

· For fifteen years, UCI has studied intensely the culture of hatred and terrorism that has emerged as a weapon to defeat democracy throughout the world.  By using video presentations, articles, newsletters, educational events, press conferences in Washington, DC, and the UCI Speakers’ Bureau, our organization has served as an information clearinghouse.

· Making sense of the world we face today in contrast to our naïve, insulated world prior to 9/11 has become a major focus of the Unity Coalition for Israel.  We provide historical points of reference to enable us to fully comprehend and appreciate the freedoms and moral and ethical values our constitution upholds, compared with those of totalitarian countries.

Purpose & Mission of Seminar

· Our Mission is to educate and train capable and committed students, teachers and community members to become tomorrow’s leaders in the battle against radical supremacist ideologies.

· Armed with facts of geopolitics and world history, these leaders will be able to counter and defeat Islamic propaganda and violence, aimed at attacking and weakening the West.

· By empowering future leaders with accurate information and appropriate training, we will enable them to educate others and impact their communities. The goal is to understand and eventually eliminate the global fascistic threat of radical ideologies, which use terrorism as one of their political tools.
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Community Need

This Seminar is designed to fill the void created by the decreasing emphasis on required social studies in schools. In addition, media bias has been responsible for a distorted view of world events with the result that both students and adults lack historical perspective on current events. 

A national study completed in 2003 by the Council for Basic Education found that three in ten principals surveyed indicated their schools were spending less instructional time on social studies.

With increased emphasis on reading, math and science, the teaching of history, geography and other areas of social studies has been neglected. This national trend is impacting students at all levels across the U.S.

For example, Kansas recently reduced the amount of social studies testing required; Missouri eliminated mandatory social studies testing as part of state accreditation in 2002.

Training and preparing high school and college students, educators and community members to become leaders to defend democracy, liberty, and freedom is an immediate need.  The time to lay this groundwork for a future generation begins today.

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Seminar Focus

This Seminar will initially be presented to a maximum of twenty-four students from public and private schools, along with select educators and community leaders. They will interact with a variety of knowledgeable teachers and speakers for thirty-five hours of formal instruction and guided learning experiences with lectures, discussions, role-playing and independent study.  

Participants will also analyze readings related to: democracy vs. totalitarian regimes, role of democratic societies, world-wide terror – Israel, England and Spain, personal and societal freedoms, religious and racial hatred, persecution of minority populations, and supremacist ideologies such as Nazism and militant Islam.  They will work with a preceptor to enhance communication skills enabling them to share the information with their peers and others.  Since many of the participants are college bound high school students, it is anticipated that these skills will be further developed as the students encounter challenges to democratic values and beliefs while attending college.

The training will include a required presentation, after which participants will become certified and able to give future presentations with all materials at their disposal. Upon completion of the Seminar, each student will be prepared to present to school and community groups information and insights gained from this educational experience. Because the Seminar will be taped on DVD/VCR, it will be available for presenters, along with a study guide, program evaluations and all other Seminar materials, including: DVDs, leader and student manuals, book resource lists, UCI daily newsletters, and a library of related articles and videos.
